Whatwas said above aboutthe gdon appliesequally to
the dre, the evil spirits. Analysing the inscriptions of
our series of 1llustrations, 1t 1s clear that various de-
mons are classified in this group by the addition of
theword dre. Torexample, in cach of theseries except
one there is a demon — male or female — causing da-
mage with a knife. Because of the complexity and the
manifold overlappings in the classification of the de-
mons it is almost impossible to attempt to gange the
sizeofthe @regroup. Theyare known to belong to the
dregs pa demons.










The srin po are said to have a world of their own some-
where in the direction south-west of Bodhgaya, at what
may be an ecnormous distance. Their capital is called
Lanka puri, and the great Padmasambhava is thought
todwell there.
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
